ANANDHERI-BASED 59-year-old 
businesswoman was allegedly 
duped of Rs 8.05 crore following 
‘which police lodgedanFIR against 
two persons on Tuesday. 

According to police, the two 
accused induced the complainant 
intoinvestingmoneyintheir milk 
storage anddistributionbusiness 
but failed to give the promised re- 
turnand principleamount tothe 
complaint. 

OnTuesday, Oshiwara Police 
lodged anFRagainst Atul Kamdar 
and Khilji Kamdar, proprietors of 
AK Traders, on the complaint of 
an Andheri-based business- 
'woman. Boththe accusedarealso 
relatives. 

Asper hercomplaint, the two 
accused came into contact with 
herin January 2012. 

‘Theymetatapopular fastfood 
outlet in Lokhandwala complex, 
Andheri and offered a business 
deal toher. 

Between January 2012 and 
June 2024, the twobragged about 
their milk storage and distribution 
businessandinduced herintoin- 
Vvesting money in their business, 
statestheFIR. 

They claimed that by invest- 
ing money in their business 
model,shewould makeanunbe- 
lievable profit. 

The complainant invested Rs 
8.05 crore with Kamdars gradu- 
ally on different occasions. 

She made the investments 
through electronic transactions 
andsome incash, the police said. 

The accused duo had even 
given her a promissory note re- 
garding the promises of profit 
fromthe investment. 

However, the duo failed to 
keep theirword, and despite con- 
sistentfollow-up, they did not pay 
any profit to her, as the com- 
plainant stated before the police. 

When she asked them to re- 
turn her principal amount, they 
wasted their time by making 
false promises. Later, when the 
complainant observed that the 
two had no intention of refund- 
ing the money, she approached 
thepolice. 

‘The two accused have been 
booked under sections 409,415, 
420,and 120-Bof thelndian Penal 
Code and sections 3 and 4 of the 
MaharashtraProtectionof Interest 
of Depositors (MPID) Act. 

Monsoon to cover eastern, central 

and northern parts by June 29: IMD 
ANJALIMARAR 
BENGALURU, JUNE 26 

‘THE SOUTHWESt monsoon will 
swiftly advance to east, central 
andwestern partsof the country 
by this weekend making up for 
the delayed onset in some of 
these regions, said the India 
Meteorological Department fore- 
cast (IMD) on Wednesday. 

After along lull, the monsoon 
will cover Gujarat, Madhya 
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, 
Jharkhand, Bihar and West 
Bengal entirely in addition to 
'making further advancements 
into moreareas of eastand west 
Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, 
Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & 
Kashmir, Ladakh-Gilgit- 
Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, northof 
Punjab and Haryana by June 29, 
said the IMD forecast. 

The much anticipated mon- 
soon onset over the national cap- 
ital could end anytime soon as 
the weather models have indi- 
cated that the monsoon could 
cover the entire country inearly 
July, ahead of its normal sched- 
uleof July 15. 

According to the IMD, Delhi 
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and its neighbouring areas will 
experience thunder and rain 
from Thursday through Sunday, 
bringing downthe temperatures 
t034-35°C. On Wednesday, the 
northern limit of monsoon 
passed through Mundra, 
Mehsana, Udaipur, Shivpuri, 
Lalitpur, Siddhi, Chaibasa, Haldia, 
Pakur, Sahibganj and Raxaul. 

‘The monsoon’s Arabian Sea 
branchhas,till date, advancedas 
per calendar whereas its Bay of 
Bengal branch has progressed 
relatively slower.

rivers, failing which the inhabi- 
tants of the area may face prob- 
lems beyond remedies.” 

Italsoexpressed concernover 
reductionof flood-carrying capac- 
ity of natural water channels in 
Pune and said a similar situation 
resulted in floods in Uttarakhand 
inrecent years due to “deliberate 
attempt toreduce flood-carrying 
capacity” of water channels.

TOMARK their 10thanniversary, 
Mumbai's Fort-based art gallery 
TARQhas put together an exhibi- 
tion titled ‘Overlaps'. It features 
seven screen prints, each made 
by two artists in collaboration 
‘witheachother, allowing for the 
blending of their distinctive art 
practices, styles,and techniques, 
thereby creating new narratives. 

For this, the gallery invited 
14 artists and asked them to 
work together, leading to 
unique pairings such as 
Boshudhara Mukherjee, recip- 
ient of the Inlaks Foundation 
Award, whose practice lies at 
the intersection of painting, 
‘weaving and installation art, 
joined forces with award-win- 
ning film director, writer and 
photographer Ronny Sen. 

Sameer Kulavoor, known for 
his mixed media installation at 
Mumbai Urban Arts Festival 
2022-23, teamed up with 
Vishwa Shroff, co-founder of 
SqW:Lab, whose practices are 
firmly rooted in drawing, witha 
proclivity towards architectural 
forms. While most of the works 
had one artist working per 
screen, leading to a print with 

onelayer per artist, they worked 
together onbothlayers, leading 
to a complete culmination of 
their creative vision. 

The pairing was done in a 
manner that allowed them to 
harness synergy whileretaining 
theircreativeideals. Thefinal art- 
‘works ranged from ideas of city 
and space to nature. The portfo- 
liowas produced by the artists at 
TARQ as a part of their annual 
Artist Weekend, during which 
the gallery was converted intoa 
Print Lab by Pritam Arts. 

“While the artists might have 
had different art styles, their 
‘manner of practice was similar,” 
sharedRithika Merchant, recipi- 
ent of the Sovereign Asian Art 
Prize 2021, who collaborated 
with artist and writer Areez 
Katki, whose practice dwells 
around conceptual and material- 
basedintersections. The duo cre- 
ated "She's AWitch". Calling ita 
harmonious collaboration, she 
added, “We didn’t have a lot of 
conflict but we would often de- 
bate. Artists often work in avac- 
uum and have to debate with 
themselves onwhattheywish to 
put forward, which can beisolat- 
ing. This exhibition allowed two 
artiststoengagewitheachother 
outside their regular practices.”
